List of arson related initiatives/interventions.
DCLG research has shown that arson reduction work can be classified into seven broad categories:

1. Capacity Building: e.g. closer working with police/other organisations; co-ordinating of existing interventions; development of arson strategy; research; mapping and analysis
2. Removal of fuel: e.g fly tipping protocols/policy; vehicle removal protocols or policy; removal of abandoned vehicles; vehicle amnesty schemes; securing derelict buildings

3. Awareness raising: e.g. arson audits; advice to schools, businesses, community groups; booklet/leaflet campaign; advice to owners of vulnerable vehicles; production of risk assessment tools; poster campaign/media campaign
4. Youth Diversion:  e.g. FRS projects aimed at diverting young people from arson/firesetting behaviour [note: youth diversion projects that do not have this focus should be included in the Community Fire Safety return, shown below).
5. Reducing proclivity to offend: e.g. counselling/cognitive behavioural programmes; working with those convicted of arson; information to children in schools about arson
6. Detection: e.g. use of CCTV; fir investigation dogs; joint police/FRS fire investigation training; co-ordination of fire investigation with police
7. Situation prevention: advice to building designers; improving security of locations
Neither these seven categories, nor the examples shown for each, are intended to be exhaustive.  The categories are not listed in order of any perceived importance or priority and how you allocate the funds will be dependent on local needs. For example, you may choose to allocate all funds to three of four projects that are ‘awareness raising’, or invest all the funds in a small number of youth projects.
